The Bug blitz trip to the Sale Wetlands proved to be an informative, magic day for Grades 2-

6! The weather was glorious and the presenters captured the childrenôs interest. They patted a 

crocodile, snakes and lizards, searched for wildlife in their  natural habitat, listened to frog 

calls, planted trees and grasses, and learnt heaps about bugs and birds. 

We were very proud of the childrenôs behaviours, because, once again, we were told by some 

presenters we were the most well behaved group they had dealt with all day.
